A VETERAN RECHEIVER RETIRES

Adolph Laubinger of Armituge Leuaves After
Over Forty-Seven Years” Servico

O June 15, 1875, Mr, Ladbinger wos cm-
ploved by the West Chicapgo Street Radlsay
Compnny as o Comductor, and nssigned 1o the
Atigretn Steeet Depet, e sorked on Milwanes
