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A New Snow Fighting Unit

Plow No. F-30 Ready for Winter Emergencies—An Control
Jor Shear and Wings

Chicago has been  exceedingly  fortu-
mate i escaping disastrous snow storms
thus fur this Winter, and eyeryone is
“lnocking wood” as to the futiee,  Other
citigs hove had more than their share Lot
Okl Father Winter has shown us in

times past that he could make it jusi
a5 uncomfortable here as elsewhere if he
happened to feel that way.

Snow hghting hus had to be carried an

alopg  revized lines in order to mect
thanged  conditions.  The  adtomobile
with its hig tires has opernted as oo snow
packing machine when run in the modern
streel car tracks and the old-type plow
and sweeper hnve not been equal ta the
task of satisfactorily dispoging of this
more selil obstruction,

In order to be ready to cope with

the newer difficulites the Sarioce Lines
shops have designed a plow awith many
novel fentures which will be ready for a
demonstralion  should  we he put up
areriinsl one of tle old-time blizeards, 1t
appears 10 the shop records ns “Snow

plow 30" and  exterior and  inlerior
views are presented hevewith.

This ghear and wings are operatel en
tirely by air, and are not only raised
atted loowered Tyoair ot the heavy vertical
pliunger s so eonnected as Lo make it
pgsible o apply pressure o the center
of the shear to hold it down to the rail.
The pletwre shows two heavily hraced
tonl steel pouees to free the rail groove
of ice and packed snow,

The side wings are raised by one an
eylinder and pulled out and held in posi-
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ton by another, The latter exercises a
pull of severnl thousand pounds on the
cabite attached to the onter blade of the
wing and 15 calenlated 1o be more than
ample to meet the strain of pushing the
heayy anow cloar of the track.

Adl of the cyhinders are so slesigned as
to be easily controlled by one e, this
operator heing stiulioned near oue of Ilhl‘
side windows convenienl for operalion.

The plow was built at the West Shops
anl ity performance under teslt condi-
ticns is heing lopked forward to with
interest, Uuat at that, no one is hoping
fur an enrly demonstration.
