These bwoodivislons are running in this
race and mnning faster and making bet
ter records monuth after month.  They
started in the race away down near the
bottom. Lineoln finished December in
third place, Elston and Nobde Tonrth,

Superintendent R, L. Hays and train-
men of Lincoln maude the best record of
all twelve division doring  the entire
cleven months of the contest, in the month
of  December.  This division  earned a
total avernge of 742.5% credits for having
nopecidents. The particular record that
I am referring to is 0095 credits marde by
Lineoln in  December for having no
chargeable aceidents of any kind in the
iollowing five classifieations: Classifica-
tion No. 1, Mo Accidents to Trainmen ;
Classification Noo 2, No Accidents to
Yassengera or Public; Classifieation No,
6, No Collisions between Cars:; Classifica-
tion No. 7, No Persons Broshed Of
Steps, Cars in Motion ; Classification No.
0, No Employees Injured on Duty.

Lincoln Division has operated the en-
tire eleven months of the contest without
n fatal accident or injury to a trainman,
nine months without o fatal aceiilent or
injury to o passenger, five months with-
out a single slight ear eollisitin between
carg, seven months withont a passenger
being hurt on steps,  Lincoln alse it
the gong and made a record in Classifica-
tion Na, 9, when in Decembier not a sihgle
eriployee sulfered (he smallest injuey in
connection. with car operation from this
division, And this record applies to em-
L;Iuynnﬂ from the whale arganization.
fou ean't beat it. Tt is amazing!

The other dark horse, Eliton and
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Nable, in Tourth place, has a somewhat
similar record,  This division rolled upoa
total of 782.5% for having no accidents
in December.  While the total avernge
wis a little higher for the month than
Linenln, the division made only 4004
credits for having spotless records in four
classifieatipns as compared with Linealn’s
500, Here is what Elston and Nohle did
from Febroary to Diecember: Ten montlis
without a serious accident o 2 train-
man: two months withvnt a car having
even o small bump with another car; six
months  withont a  passenger getting
slightest injury on step; two months not
an accident reported inside a car from
sudden start or stop.  Finally, Elston
and Noble has beéaten all other divisions
in Classification No. 9 when it operated
three whole meanths inside the barns, in-
side the yards and outside on the streets
without o single employee of this hig
arganizatipn getting the slightest injury
either inside a car or oulside.  This tee-
prd eannot be heaten, and this one may
also be regarded as extraordinary.

If Elston & Noble and Lincoln shounld
roll up in the month of JTanuary two such
records as they Jdid i December, they
worlld make it warm for the present iwa
leaders, North Avenne and Kedaie,

The other nine divisions made weonder-
ful  records  for Decomber, in fact, all
twelve divisions did more to prevent dae-
vidents in December than in any other
mowth of the contest. Lok at the figures
above., Cottare Grove with a total of
G108, Lawndale & Blue Isknd, 6051, Di-
vision & Armitage 5303, Seventy-Seventh
Strest 5106, Burnside still Jeads in hav-
ing the most 100 per c¢ent credits enrned
for having no accidents in certain classi-
fications, having a total of 3600 per eent.

Yes Siree!  December was the great-
est month for Accident Prevéntion in the
history of electric raflway operation in
Chicago.  And this wonderfol record was
not the result of luck ar chance, Tt was
the resilt of human effort, the result of
the good efforts of more than sixteen
thousand trainmen encouraged by their
commanding officers the division superin-
tendents.

Men! You can write il down in the
ook of your hearts, that by your efforts
day after day, you surely have saved

liwmwian lives, and just as surely saved
winny many others from getting hiurt in
aceidents. Any  thoughtful man  who
watehes our trainmen operating their cars
day after day, can see the great work of
accident prevention being carried  on.

Vs, December was a greal month for
records. Maore than five million more rid-
ers were cartied than in December, 1925,
vet in the same month there was a total
of 247 fewer accidents reported.  These
reduetionsg  were inoeight elassifications
and included hearding and alighting, col-
lisions with yvehicles, operating defects,
ele.

This record too, was made in spite of
the fact that we bad an approximate in-
crease i mileage of 490459 miles aver
December, 1926, v

And here is the big fact thal is worth
talleing ahout:  If the Chicago Surface
Lines were to give a medal to every train-
man who bl a good aceildent prevention
record for o year, that is to every man
who had no chargeable aceident against
himg, 1more than twelve thousand men
waould be in line for trophics.

These facts are hrr'nugihl ont to prove
that our train orgamizibion cannot be ex-
celled for safe ear pperation by any other
group of trainmoen in the world. Our
Contest is almost at an end. Tt has been
a preat and wonderful aceomphishment.
i which you boys in the train serviee
citn each and all take particular pride in
lhe thaught that yon helped 1o put it
across, nol in an ordingry way, but you
put it across in the extraordinary way,

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Clearing 1,000 Miles of Track

Surface Lines Snow-Fighting Army of 4,500 Men Does a
Good Job

The first heavy snow fnll of the season
on January 12 found the Chicago Surface
Lines ready with snow-fighting equip-
ment and manpower to keep open the
traffic Janes of the city.

tetween 2 po mn Wednesday the 12th
anid 5 a, n. Friday the Hth 2 inches of
snow Tell and during this ime the efforts
of 45300 men, 100 sweepers and 4 snow
plows were required to remove the stiow
irom more than 1,000 miles of track. 1n
addition to this large foree, hundreds of
athers were called upon to co-operate.
The employes of the transportation, shops
and equipment, ability, engineering and
electrical departments all helped.

As a conséguence the lines were kept
opent and service was maintained with
remarkably little interference,

Had it not been for the breaking down
of vehicles on the track, there would
have Leen searvely any interruptions to
schedules, As always happens, however,
automobiles and other vehicles immedi-
ately avpiled themselves ol the space
cleared by the snow plows and sweepers,
with the result that cars were delayed
bath by traffic interferences and accidents
to the vehicles:

Diring the period of the snow fall, 165
antamobiles or other vehicles hroke down
on the tracks cansing 5 minutes or more
delay in each instance and necessitating
their removal by the utility déparlment.
These delavs total 43 hours and 20 min-
utes. In addition there were 7 rather
bad fires which enused total delays of
three hours more i delaves ab raileoad
crpssings doe 0 the slow movement of
trains added another two hours and 40
minutes to the total,

By the use of the large plows with long
wings, ably assisted by the new plow.
Now F-30, the snow was pushed back to
the curh line bhefore the intense cold
weather set in following the storm.
Without (uestion, this prevented much
interference on the parl of vehicnlir traf-
fie sinee it provided more street space
for the vehicles and eliminated the trou-
ble usnally caused by automobiles drag-
ging the snow back on to the tracks.

To North Avenue fell the hanor of
operating the new snow fighting unit,
Plow MNo. =300 in her fest battle with
the elements, O her maiden trip she
carried a nnmber of distinguished pis-
sengels, The plow was operated by Moo
tormen Vallencourt and  Warlson  aod
cleanad up Madizon steeet, Grand pve
fue and Diversey o less than five haurs,
The operators say that she does every-
thing but talk.  Three men can operate
the plow with much less work than a
gang cat operate the old type,

The electivencss ol the new plow and
the longer wings= was hompered 1o n con-
sidlerable extent by the parking of auto-
mabiles along the eurl hine.  Whereser
an autvmobile was parked it was not pos-
sible to shove the snow huck off of the
pavement,

Of the 4,500 men diveetly engaged in
the worlk of temoving the snow, the tradis-
portation department provided 3,000 and
the enginecring and uiility departments
1,500 men, When it is considered that
these men worked overtime and that hun-
dreds of others were enguged in lasks
related Lo snow removal, it can be seen
that the total manpower required by this
tremendens effort mn inte severn] thon-
sands.
